Over the course of a century and a half, the Sikh Community in Canada has become part
of the vital fabric of this nation’s economic, political, and social life. Building on this record
of achievement, Canada’s largest world museum has embarked on an historic initiative in

partnership with the country’s dynamic Sikh diaspora.
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On March 31st 2023 the Royal Ontario Museum signed a Memorandum of Understanding
with the Sikh Arts & Culture Foundation of Canada to establish a permanent Gallery of

Sikh Art and Culture. To that end, the Foundation has committed to provide $25.0 million
to the ROM over five years, culminating with the opening of this historic gallery in 2028.
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To date, some thirty donors have committed donations of over $16.0 million for the Sikh
Gallery at the ROM, with individual contributions ranging from $50,000 to $5.0 million; and
$2.5 million from U.S citizens and non-Sikh well-wishers.
